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Abstract: The aim of University of Valencia's IYA2009 activity "Astronomy on the street" was to bring the astronomy to valencian
passer-byes by the continuous projection at night time of live astronomical images casted over a 4x6 m screen in the street during the
months october to december 2009. This huge screen was installed in the rectorate square, and the live images were recorded by a
high sensitivity camera attached to historic telescope, a one-century old 6-inch equatorial refractor by the Grubb
company, installed in the dome on top the rectorate building. Besides the night projections, during the whole period there was in the hall
of the rectorate building an exhibition of 11 big-sized astrophotographies taken and processed by our team. This activity was financed
by FECYT (Spanish foundation of science and technology).

Ranging from october to december, it has been one on
the longest Spanish activities during IYA2009.
